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Mobility Resources in Sarasota County 

The following is a brief description of mobility options for older adults in Sarasota County.  It is not meant to be all inclusive and is accurate as of October 23, 2006.  Please contact the provider for further information.
Comfort Keepers  


921-4747
This is a small in-home continued care service. For an hourly rate the care provider will take participants to the doctor, the grocery store, the bank, etc. The caregiver can use a personal car or a car provided by the program. Cost is $18 an hour with a two hour minimum visit. If the caregiver drives their personal car, it is 75 cents a mile.
Elder Care for Seniors 

377-4465

This is a small in-home continued care service.  For an hourly rate the care provider will take participants to the doctor, the grocery store, the bank, etc.  This service is not available to participants in a wheelchair or stretcher.  $18 an hour with a four hour minimum.  Eligibility is limited to participants in this in-home care program.

FISH Englewood 


475-4494

Volunteer drivers provide transportation in their own cars for medical appointments in Englewood and Venice. Will transport one time per week for bank /groceries.  No wheelchairs.  Call the day before between the hours of 8:00am - 3:00pm to request a ride.  Donation requested.
FISH North Port  


474-8802

Volunteer drivers provide transportation in their own cars for medical appointments (1 x per week) in North Port and Port Charlotte.  On Thursdays, will drive to local grocery stores.  No wheelchairs.  Call the day before between hours of 8:00am - 3:00pm.  Donation requested.
FISH Sarasota  


953-5838

Volunteer drivers provide transportation in their own cars to medical appointments only.  No wheel chairs, walkers are allowed. Appointment times must be between 9:00am and 2:30pm.  Appointments are booked no earlier than 2 days in advance.  Free service.
Mary’s Taxi  



475-8294

This is a prearranged transport service if you call 24 hours in advanced, as well as a standard taxi service.  The service has two vans, a station wagon, and cars and will pick up individuals with wheelchairs.  This company holds a private contract with other organizations, such as SCAT, ACCESS, and Medicaid, to pick up these individuals at no extra charge to the customer.  This service is available in Englewood, Port Charlotte, Venice, and sometimes Sarasota.  The basic rate is $2.00 for a pick-up, $2.50 a mile, and 40 cents if they have to wait at a location, such as the doctor’s office, bank, etc.
Nursing Resources Care Van 
366-1815

This is for taking patients to Hospice or to a doctors appointment.  This service is provided in Sarasota, Venice, and North Port.  This organization has two vans so availability is limited by these vehicles.  Cost: Depends on needs and where they are going.  Average for a walk-on or wheelchair is $50 1-way, and $80  round-trip. Average for a stretcher is $100 1-way and $140 round-trip.

Complementary public para-transit service, door to door service.  $1/one way.  Eligibility determination is required.
Take Care Transport

Non-emergency transportation for medical appointments, business needs or participation in social functions.  Wheelchair or stretcher transport available.  Private pay ($50/one way or $82/roundtrip for wheelchair transport)  Does not accept Medicaid or Medicare.
